CAR MECHANIC JOB DESCRIPTION

If you love cars and are fascinated by the way they work, you would probably
enjoy employment as a car mechanic. It is a rich and satisfying line of work for those
that enjoy problem solving and analytical thinking. The repair and maintenance of
cars and light trucks has a wonderful future outlook as well. The services will always
be in need as long as we have automobiles.

Repairs

When damages to a vehicle occur, the car mechanic is responsible for
diagnosing the problem and making sure the repairs get done. Today, this requires
knowledge of computer diagnostic equipment as well as a variety of tools and
training. Educational requirements sometimes call for a training course, but some
auto repair businesses allow on-the job training.

Maintain

Maintenance of cars and light trucks is another huge part of the car mechanic
job description. Keeping up with the everyday wear and tear every car gets is
important to keep the vehicle in good shape for as long as possible. Proper
maintenance also prevents further damage from occurring. Routine maintenance is
performed on all parts of the vehicle, including the engine, transmission, brakes and
electrical system. Some car mechanics will specialize in one particular field and do
only those repairs.

Inspection

Inspections are also a part of a mechanic's job. People bring in their vehicles
for inspection at regular intervals throughout the year. Businesses also bring in their
company vehicle for regular inspection. The purpose of inspection is to make sure all
the parts are in good working order and not becoming worn out or faulty. A car
mechanic will check the status of moving parts and pertinent pieces of the vehicle
and make sure the vehicle is running at its utmost capability.

Skill

It is important for a car mechanic to be an analytical thinker. Diagnosing
problems takes a person who can easily move through a series of steps in their mind
and be able to tell possible solutions to any problem that might occur. Car mechanics
also need the ability to learn quickly and keep up with the many innovations the
industry goes through. Car mechanic training programs to earn certifications are
available, but most mechanics learn their trade through hands-on experience and on-
the-job training.

Tools

You will be called upon to use and master several different types of tools in a
job as a car mechanic. Hand tools, power tools, computer diagnostic tools and
machine tools. Car mechanics regularly use pneumatic wrenches, screwdrivers, pliers
and welders, lathes and grinders. Most car mechanics provide their own hand tools.
Complete tool sets can run into the thousands of dollars.

Lady Justice is the symbol of justice. Lady Justice is depicted as a goddess
equipped with three symbols of justice: a sword symbolising the court's coercive
power; scales representing an objective standard by which competing claims are
weighed; and a blindfold indicating that justice is (or should be) meted out
objectively, without fear or favor, regardless of identity, money, power, or weakness.

Law is a system of rules and guidelines which are enforced through social
institutions to govern behavior. Laws are made by governments, specifically by their
legislatures. The formation of laws themselves may be influenced by a constitution
(written or unwritten) and the rights encoded therein. The law shapes politics,
economics and society in countless ways and serves as a social mediator of relations
between people.

A general distinction can be made between civil law jurisdictions (including
Canon and Socialist law), in which the legislature or other central body codifies and
consolidates their laws, and common law systems (including Islamic law), where
judge-made binding precedents are accepted. In some countries, religion may inform
the law, for example in jurisdictions that practice Islamic law, Jewish law or Canon
law.

The adjudication of the law is generally divided into two main areas. Criminal
law deals with conduct that is considered harmful to social order and in which the
guilty party may be imprisoned or fined. Civil law (not to be confused with civil law
jurisdictions above) deals with the resolution of lawsuits (disputes) between
individuals or organizations. These resolutions seek to provide a legal remedy (often
monetary damages) to the winning litigant.

Under civil law, the following specialties, among others, exist: Contract law
regulates everything from buying a bus ticket to trading on derivatives markets.
Property law regulates the transfer and title of personal property and real property.
Trust law applies to assets held for investment and financial security. Tort law allows
claims for compensation if a person's property is harmed. Constitutional law provides
a framework for the creation of law, the protection of human rights and the election
of political representatives. Administrative law is used to review the decisions of
government agencies. International law governs affairs between sovereign states in
activities ranging from trade to military action.

To implement and enforce the law and provide services to the public, a
government's bureaucracy, the military and police are vital. While all these organs of
the state are creatures created and bound by law, an independent legal profession and
a vibrant civil society inform and support their progress.

Law provides a rich source of scholarly inquiry into legal history, philosophy,
economic analysis and sociology. Law also raises important and complex issues
concerning equality, fairness, and justice. "In its majestic equality", said the author
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Anatole France in 1894, "the law forbids rich and poor alike to sleep under bridges,
beg in the streets and steal loaves of bread." Writing in 350 BCE, the Greek
philosopher Aristotle declared, "The rule of law is better than the rule of any
individual."

In a presidential democracy, the constitution is sovereign and the central
institutions for interpreting and creating law are the three main branches of
government, namely an impartial judiciary, a democratic legislature, and an
accountable executive. In parliamentary systems, the legislature is sovereign and
appoints one of its members as the executive (often called the prime minister). The
judicial branch is under the parliament.
